Rock Pigeons and Doves:
Extremely high volume pigeon and dove 

shooting is conducted around vast 
sunflower and maize blocks: these are 
situated in the heart of South africas 
Maize growing triangle.  The guns need 

to be in position by 8 am, where they will 
stay for the day. a superb picnic is taken 

in the field, accompanied with 
refreshments. Guns are back at the 

lodge for around 5 pm.

Spurwing and Egyptian Geese:
Geese hunting call for an early 

morning wake-up call and following 
coffee, tea and toast, the guns are 
placed in pit blinds in previously 
cultivated lands, which have been 

recently harvested.  the geese are shot 
over decoys, there is a limit on the 
geese of 10 per gun per day.  The 

hunting finishes at around 11am, the 
guns then return to the lodge for 

brunch and a siesta before the 
afternoons shooting!

Wild duck:
There are 5-6 different species, in prolific 

numbers, the ducks are shot over cultivated 
blocks with guns using blinds made of 

camouflage netting and reeds.  This too, is very 
high volume shooting offering exceptional sport 

for the discerning waterfowler

Guinea Fowl:
Guineas are shot in driven hunts  and guns can 

expect flocks of up to 300 birds.  The beaters push 
them out of the maize blocks and into the fairly 
large islands of long grass and scrub bordering 
the cultivated areas. After the guineas have been 

driven they are then hunted walked up.
